6. Accidental Release Measures

STEPS TO BE TAKEN IF MATERIAL IS RELEASED OR SPILLED:

DANGER! High-pressure gas. Evacuate all personnel from danger area. Use self-contained breathing apparatus
where needed.

This barricade should be at least 5
feet high and have a fire resistance rating of at least ½ hour. Firmly secure cylinders upright to keep them from falling or
being knocked over. Screw valve protection cap firmly in place by hand. Store only where temperature will not exceed
125 °F (52 °C). Store full and empty cylinders separately. Use a first-in, first-out inventory system to prevent storing full
cylinders for long periods.

Protect cylinders from damage.  Use a suitable hand truck to move cylinders; do not drag, roll, slide, or drop.  Never
attempt to lift a cylinder by its cap; the cap is intended solely to protect the valve.  Never insert an object (e.g., wrench,
screwdriver, pry bar) into cap openings; doing so may damage the valve and cause a leak.  Use an adjustable strap
wrench to remove over-tight or rusted caps.  Open valve slowly.  If valve is hard to open, discontinue use and contact
your supplier.
